• Most exams will be held in the assembly hall or gymnasium.  However, exact location of exams will be displayed on the school exam information board in the

• NO electronic equipment/mobile phones are permitted in the Exam Hall. This includes watches with ‘Smart’ technology. 

• If school bags are brought into school, these should be left at the back of the youth centre hall before an exam and collected again when finished. 

• Clear plastic bottles of water are permitted in the hall – no other drink bottles are allowed. 

• Pencil cases must be clear with no labels.
